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INTRODUCTION

Montgomery is a thriving community with excellent schools, diverse recreation opportunities and a
collective commitment to preserving open land and protecting natural resources. The community has
successfully  merged rural and suburban lifestyles in a cosmopolitan  region.

Located in the southern portion of Somerset County — six miles from Princeton University and roughly
half way between New York City and Philadelphia — the Township is a historic 32 square mile
community with an agricultural heritage. It lies in the Millstone River Valley west of the river and east
of the Sourland Mountains. There are several hamlets within the Township: Blawenburg, Harlingen,
Belle Mead, Skillman, Dutchtown and Zion.

Montgomery has a rich history. Original settlers, mainly farmers, included those of Dutch, Flemish and
Huguenot origins among others. Montgomery played a prominent role in the Revolutionary War, and
indeed may be named after Richard Montgomery, a brigadier general who served with Benedict Arnold
on the expedition of 1775 against Canada.

Until the mid-1900’s, the Township retained its original rural origins, with very little change. At mid-
century the Montgomery household population was about 2,350 people. The 1950°s saw the start of new
housing construction as well as the beginnings of some industry. By the 1970 Census, the population
was 5,103. Per the 2010 Census, the population was 22,254. According to the 2020 U.S. Census Bureau,
the population is 23,690.

Unlike the past, where farming was the dominant occupation, present day Montgomery is home to a
variety of businesses and occupations but has retained its rural atmosphere. Montgomery continues to
combine a unigue convenience of location with the lifestyle features sought by residents and businesses.

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MONTGOMERY TOWNSHIP GOVERNMENT

Montgomery Township is in Somerset County, with the County seat in Somerville. An elected County
Board of County Commissioners exercises legislative power over the County and is charged with the
management of the property, finances and affairs of the County. Commissioners are elected at-large for
three-year overlapping terms. Montgomery is part of the Seventh U.S. Congressional District. The State
of New Jersey is represented by two U.S. Senators.

At the state level, Montgomery Township falls within the Sixteenth Legislative District and is
represented by one State Senator and two members of the General Assembly.

MONTGOMERY TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

Montgomery Township has a township committee form of local government, with an elected five-
member Committee which is both the policy-making and administrative body of the township. Members
are elected at-large, for three-year terms, on a rotating basis.

The Township Committee is authorized to enact ordinances, appropriate funds, adopt the municipal
budget, appoint all personnel employed by the Township, appoint/confirm members of boards and
commissions and protect and plan for the general welfare. Members also sit on a number of advisory
committees, boards and commissions along with elected, appointed and/or citizen representatives.

At the organizational meeting in January of each year, a Mayor and a Deputy Mayor are elected from
among the members of the Committee. The Mayor and Township Committee serve on a part-time basis
and are paid a nominal salary. In addition to regular Committee responsibilities, the Mayor presides at
meetings, and makes specific appointments to the Planning Board, Environmental Commission, and
various advisory boards and committees.

Township Committee meetings are held in the Municipal Building, unless otherwise noted, on the first
and third Thursday of the month at 7 p.m. Check the website for monthly meeting calendar and draft
agenda to confirm meeting dates and times, found under “Elected Officials”.

The Construction/Code Enforcement Department is a Class | Agency with inspectors for all subcodes
and oversees commercial and residential projects for plan review, permit processing and field
inspections. This includes new buildings, and additions and alterations that would require building,
electric, plumbing and/or fire permits.

Permits are required for small projects such as finished basements, raised patios, decks and tool sheds.
Not having a permit creates problems, especially when the property is sold and a search reveals that
work was done and no permit was obtained.

When in doubt about requirements for permits, please call our office for guidance.

The Municipal Court serving Montgomery Township is managed out of the Hillsborough Township
Municipal Court at 379 South Branch Road, Hillsborough, NJ 08844.

The Court hears all motor vehicle, disorderly persons offenses, weight/measures complaints, fish and
game violations, local ordinance violations and citizen complaints (e.g. simple assault, shoplifting,
criminal mischief). The goal of the Court is to ensure that every person is treated with respect and given
a fair trial or experience in Municipal Court. Hillsborough Court is typically held on Mondays and
Tuesdays. Please call to confirm.

EDUCATION (Public)

Township Public Schools are operated under the authority of the State Department of Education. The
Montgomery School District operates under the direction of its Board of Education which is a separate
entity from the Montgomery Township Committee.

Primary Elections are held the first Tuesday after the first Monday in June. Polls are
open from 6 a.m. to 8 p.m.

School Elections are held annually in November as part of the General Election to elect
school board members.

Members of the two fire houses are elected by the voters in that district, who also vote
on the district budget, the third Saturday in February of each year.

The Department of Engineering is responsible for overseeing many township capital improvement
projects, development projects, reviewing plans, preparing Township mapping information, ensuring
property owner/developer compliance with planning/zoning board requirements and applicable
ordinances, and reviewing Street / Right-of-Way, Driveway, Soil Hauling, Soil Disturbance, Building,
and certain Zoning permit applications.

Engineering assesses road conditions and prepares contract documents for road
resurfacing, overlays, reconstruction, or rehabilitation. Our road projects typically
include repairs to sidewalks, drainage and sewer infrastructure, ADA curb ramp
upgrades, NJDEP compliant stormwater inlet upgrades, new street signs, and other
relevant. We also contract for drainage improvement, recreation, pathway and other
capital projects.

The Department is responsible for preparing designs or contracting for capital
projects. We assess feasibility, prepare budget requests, design, coordinate, estimate,
bid, and oversee construction for capital projects. Our office also prepares Municipal
Aid grant applications for qualifying projects.

Engineering ensures that the approvals and conditions of the Planning/Zoning Boards
and Township Code are followed; proper construction sequence is followed to protect
public health and safety; proper materials and construction methods are used; traffic
control measures are in place, testing and record drawings are provided; and projects
conform to approved plans.

Engineering reviews site work outside of your house or building, including work that
coincides with Building and Zoning Permit applications. Our staff reviews grading,
land disturbance (clearing, tree removal, soil disturbance), soil importing and
exporting, sidewalks, curbs, driveways, stormwater / drainage, development in
environmentally sensitive areas, traffic control, sewer connections, and other forms
of land use. It is often better to call us to see if you need a permit. Engineering
applications and general information can be found here. Applications are typically
reviewed within 10 business days

The Geospatial Information Technology (GIS) section of Engineering maintains the
tax maps, other township map information, and geographic databases for zoning, open
space, easements, road right-of-way, sanitary sewer, storm drainage, and road sign
maps. Interactive map applications are also developed and maintained on the
Township website for township staff and the general public use.

Engineering will conduct a search and provide a diagram and certification of FEMA
delineated flood hazard areas on a property.
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FIRE PREVENTION email: rmondi@montgomerynj.gov
Current Fire Prevention Bureau staff is located in the CODE ENFORCEMENT division in the
Montgomery Township Municipal Building. Office hours are 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through
Friday. The Fire Official is available for any major fire emergency call-out twenty-four (24) hours
every day of the year.

Our primary responsibility is enforcement of the New Jersey Uniform Fire Code and other local fire
safety regulations. Major activities within the scope of this office include: Life hazards, Non-Life
Hazard Inspections, Complaints, Permit Control, Smoke Detector Inspection on re-sale, Violations
Notices and Penalty Notices for failure to comply with the law. We also conduct Fire Safety
Presentations for Schools, businesses, and other community groups; Fire Investigations to determine
origin and cause; control of false alarms and Fire Zones and Fire Prevention Week activities.

We inspect all business structures and operations throughout the Township at least once every 12
months, and certain inspections (Life Hazards) are conducted every 3 months. Allegations of fire
safety violations are frequently received and usually result in spot inspections within a few hours. A
Notice of Violation is issued if warranted, and a date and time for re-inspection for compliance is
specified.

FOOD PANTRY

The Food pantry is located on the Senior Center side of the Otto Kaufman Center and operates by
appointment only. It is open to all Montgomery Township residents who are experiencing temporary
financial hardships and having difficulty making ends meet. The pantry is managed by the Montgomery
Township Community Resource Manager Denise Crowley. She is responsible for connecting people in
need in our community with resources available through the County and other organizations.

All visits to the Food Pantry are by appointment only to protect the privacy of all clients and to ensure
that we do not interrupt senior programs. The Pantry has non-perishable food and non-food grocery items
for Montgomery residents with temporary needs.

To take advantage of the Montgomery Township Food Pantry, please call or email Denise Crowley to
make an appointment for an initial visit. You will need to complete an application form that will be
reviewed at the initial meeting. At that time, the manager will explain how the pantry works. You will
be asked to bring proof that you live in Montgomery Township as well as income documentation. While
there is no income eligibility, there is an income verification process. The manager will make copies for
her files.

Please be assured that outside of the Montgomery Food Pantry’s administrative staff, no one will know
about your participation in this program. All information generated is coded by number so your identity
is always protected.

Food and non-food grocery items are provided by a very caring and generous community. Donations of
food, non-food grocery items and funds are needed on a regular basis. Donations to the Montgomery
Township Food Pantry are deductible in accordance with §170 of the Internal Revenue Code.

Volunteers assist throughout the year to help sort donations, stock the pantry shelves, and assist with
special program support. Food Pantry visits, volunteers, and donations are by appointment only to
protect the privacy of Pantry clients.

A full range of health care services are available through the Zufall Health Center in
Somerville. Available services include preventive care, pediatrics, cancer screenings,
pregnancy testing and STD testing. Sliding scale fee schedule for those without
insurance.

Septic Systems  About half of Montgomery homes are served by septic systems, not public sewers.
Maintaining your septic system will add years to its life and could save you tens of
thousands of dollars in repair bills. Our Septic Management licensing system helps
homeowners track their system’s maintenance and helps protect water quality. We

Septic Systems  also offer a free homeowner’s manual for you with tips on proper system care and

Well Water The Health Department recommends homeowners test their well water every 3-5
years. Testing is mandatory if you are selling or renting out your home. The Health
Department has a list of state-certified water testing laboratories that can help.

PETS — ANIMAL CONTROL

Animal Control If you see stray dogs or other stray domestic animals, call our animal control officer.

Officer The animal control officer will follow up on those complaints, and will try to capture
the animal to reunite it with its owner. To contact the Animal Control Officer, call

Cats Licenses are required for all cats over the age of 6 months, beginning in 2016. Proof
of current rabies protection is necessary to obtain a license. Rabies vaccinations
cannot expire prior to October 31% of the licensing year. Licenses expire on
December 31% of each year and must be renewed annually. The fee is $10.00 per
neutered/spayed cat or $15.00 per non-neutered/spayed cat; 3 or more cats is a flat
fee of $25 annually; late fees are an additional $1.00 per month. Forms are available
in the Township website for mail-in-registration, or at the Health Office.

Dogs Licenses are required for all dogs over the age of 6 months. Proof of current rabies
protection is necessary to obtain a license. Rabies vaccinations cannot expire prior
to October 31% of the licensing year. Licenses expire on December 31% of each year
and must be renewed annually. The fee is $20.00 for neutered/spayed or $23.00 for
non-neutered/spayed; late fees are an additional $1.00 per month. Forms are
available in the Township website for mail-in-registration, or at the Health Office.

ZONING DIVISION

This division is charged with the enforcement of the Montgomery Township Land Development
Ordinance (LDO) and resolutions of the Planning Board and Zoning Board of Adjustment. This
enforcement is done in cooperation with all other Township Departments. Zoning reviews building
permits prior to their review by the Construction Department. We also review and issue permits for
projects which do not necessarily require building permits, such as on grade patios, walkways, driveway
expansion, temporary signs, sidewalk sales and home occupations. All applications to the Planning and
Zoning Boards are reviewed prior to hearings.

Zoning is also the source of information for any questions citizens and interested parties may have about
the Land Development Ordinance or resolutions. The Zoning Officer is authorized to interpret the LDO,
although the Zoning Board of Adjustment can overrule the Zoning Officer's interpretation if an
application is made to the Board and a compelling argument is presented.

Finance The Finance Department oversees cash receipts, cash disbursements,
Department investments, budget, purchasing and payroll.
Cash Receipts Monies collected by the various departments throughout the township are

brought to the Finance department on a daily basis, then recorded and deposited
into the Township’s various bank accounts.

Cash Vouchers are processed and presented to the Township Committee at their

Disbursements regular sessions which occur the first and third Thursdays of each month.
Payment vouchers must be presented to the Finance Department at least one week
before the meeting to be processed for payment. After approval from the
committee the checks are mailed to the various vendors. From the records of
these payments 1099 tax forms are prepared each year.

Budget The Finance Department reviews the individual department budget requests with
the department head and makes any necessary adjustments. These requests are
then reviewed with the Township Administrator and Committee for final
approval before Introduction and Approval at the township meeting and then sent
to the State.

Payroll Time sheets are prepared and turned in from all departments and reviewed for
any overtime or special hours. New employees are set up after receiving
paperwork from personnel. After each payroll is processed, payments are made
for Federal and State taxes. Once a month payments Public Employees and Police
& Fire Retirement Systems are made. Quarterly and yearly reports as well as W2
tax forms are prepared here.

Computer/ The Finance Department is responsible for all aspects of computerization of the
Network Township. Included with the responsibilities is forecasting future needs of the
Technology Township and evaluating requests from the various departments for network

needs. Township communications is also under the Finance department.

The Squad owns three ambulances, which are housed in the EMS building on
Harlingen Road in Belle Mead. The Squad is financed mainly through fund raising with a small
amount allotted by the Municipal Government.
